Legacy Ministry Fund Update

The Legacy Ministry Fund is an endowment fund whose purpose is to
provide future financial support for Good Shepherd’s ministry into
perpetuity. The LMF committee has been busy addressing changes,
including the consolidation of the similar fund at Redeemer with the Good
Shepherd Legacy Ministry Fund. These funds, along with some generous
contributions from our congregation have increased our fund to
approximately $440,000! We have approved distribution of over $15,000 so
far this year (which includes amounts planned by Redeemer prior to
consolidation). We expect to approve distribution of an additional $2,000+
by year end. Brochures explaining the mission of our committee and a list
of the distributions made to date are available at the Information Desk.

We are excited about the prospect of increasing support for Good
Shepherd’s ministries as the fund grows. We would like to thank the
